The Pet Adoption League placed Willow in one 
of their foster homes, and it quickly became 
apparent that she was having some difficulty  
walking and seemed to be in extreme pain.       
X-rays revealed Willow was suffer-
ing from Feline Hip Displaysia, a 
rare condition in cats.    
 
Willow's leg joints are no longer 
stable in her hips. When she walks, 
her bones slip out of the hip joint 
continuously.  Her condition is 

very severe and she has been living with 
the pain it causes for some time. 
 
The Pet Adoption League needs to sched-
ule this surgery for Willow, and we need 
your help.  This loving cat has many years 
ahead of her , and they can 
be pleasantly pain-free if we 
can raise the money to help 
her.
